RATES:  
· $105 Reservation Fee per night base rate ($120 for Nevada 1st vehicle)
· $130 Reservation Fee per night weekends/holidays base rate ($145 for Nevada 1st vehicle)
· $15 per night overnight fee for each Nevada vehicle up to 4 vehicles total per cabin rental per night.  $20 per night overnight fee for Out-of-State vehicles. Valid Annual Pass Discounts apply. 
· No RV hookups available at cabins. No electrical plugs or water sources at cabins are allowed for trailer or RV use.
· No more than 4 vehicles per site.  Please do not block roads or gates. 
GENERAL INFORMATION: 
· Cabin rentals limited to 6 days within a 30-day period. Check-in 2pm; Check-out 11am.
· Four cabins are available for rent: the Red Hawk, Horned Owl, Bald Eagle and Prairie Falcon. 
· All Cabins sleep 4 - 6 people comfortably. Each is furnished with a queen bed in bedroom, full size bunkbed in common area, and fold out full-size couch-bed in living room. 
· Prairie Falcon is equipped with ramp to the porch and ADA parking space.
· All Cabin’s include deluxe amenities including kitchen with cooking utensils, pots and pans, coffee pot, silverware and flatware for 4-6 people. Linens are not included; please bring your own bedding and towels. Bathroom with sink, shower, toilet, mirror, and small storage cabinet. Cabins have hot water, heating and A/C units in the bedroom and living room, two ceiling fans. Dining table with 4 chairs provided. 
· There is a picnic table and fire-ring located next to each cabin. 

· Firewood is available on donation at the Riverbend RV campground trailer.  A supply of wood is also generally available near the trash cans at the cabins.
· There are cleaning supplies located in the closet or under the kitchen sink. Please help the Park maintain nice cabins by taking the time to clean, sweep, and vacuum prior to check- out. Please wash dishes and return them to the cabinets. Please dispose of trash in the trash containers outside of the cabins prior to check-out. 

· Visitors must pack in and out all items, brought with them. Visitors should bring personal items such as flashlights, lanterns, outside folding chairs, ice, food, toiletries, etc. 
· All vehicles must remain on the designated roads.

· Visitors are responsible for leaving the cabin in a clean condition and remove all trash, food, and personal effects.  

· Motorized vehicles must stay on the designated roads within Antelope Acres. 

· Two small tents will be allowed at each cabin, in addition to the capacity of the cabin. No other camping will be allowed.
· Gathering of downed wood or plant material is prohibited. Firewood is available on donation at the Riverbend RV campground trailer. Fires must remain in the provided fire ring.  Please be fire safe and ensure fires are not left unattended and are out cold prior to departure.
No other outdoor ground fires permitted (NRS 407.250).
· Visitors will be responsible for any damage caused to the cabins or other fixtures.

· Bears and other wildlife live in the Walker River State Recreation Area. All food must be properly secured at night and removed upon departure to keep both visitors and bears safe.
